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As we end 2009 and begin a New Year let me say that | am so excited of things that have been accomplished
and new things that are planned to move our county forward and make the Chamber better.

The year brought new chamber events including our first annual golf tournament, two fishing tournaments
and a cornhole tournament. Chamber members attended the Brushy Fork Institute in 2008 of which the team
submitted and obtained a $10,000 grant for the EC2 (Planning 2Today for Estill County 2Morrow) project.

Hall and Silo Mill.
